IS YOUR WATER SERVICE LINE MADE OF LEAD?

Find the water shut-off valve in your basement. Look at the pipe that
comes through the outside wall of your home and connects to your home’s
shutoff valve.

If the pipe is painted, use sandpaper to expose the metal. Carefully scratch
the metal pipe (like you would a lottery ticket) with a key or a coin.

To determine if the pipe is lead or steel, get a strong refrigerator magnet.
Place the magnet on the pipe. If a magnet sticks, it is a steel pipe.
